CONTRACT WITH THE AMERICAN PEOPLE

I,__________________________________________________________________candidate/member Congress in the State of ________________________________________ hereby agree to the CONTRACT WITH THE AMERICAN PEOPLE.  This contract requires agreement, support and sponsorship of all of the following legislation:

Propose term limits on members of Congress limiting service to twelve years; either two six-year terms in the Senate, or six two-year terms in the House of Representatives, or a combination not exceeding a total of twelve years in office. 

Require a waiting period of six years before a non-returning member of Congress can receive payment as a contract advocate on issues before Congress, the Executive Branch and all agencies of the government.

Ban immediate relatives of members from lobbying Congress and members from hiring spouses and other immediate relatives on their official, campaign, or political action committee payrolls.
Require Congress to stay in session full time, not just 32 weeks a year, and require a longer work week then Tuesday through Thursday.

Cancel tenure and pensions to members of Congress and their staffs.
Provide all monies in the Congressional Retirement Fund be transferred to the Social Security Administration.

Create a pay rate limit for members of Congress and their staffs of 300% of the average median wage of American citizens as established by the United States Census Bureau. 

Remove any access to benefits, such as free health care, from members of Congress that are not afforded to citizens of the Untied States.

Require members of Congress to equally abide in all laws they impose on the citizenry they represent.

All contracts with past and current Congressman are void effective January 1, 2011.

The purpose of this document is to give members of Congress the choice between protecting the rights and economic survival of their constituents or providing for the benefits their friends and colleagues have voted to themselves.
